GENERAL DESCRIPTION

One-part moisture curing silicone sealant containing a preservative which is mildew resistant.

INTENDED USES

Used to seal indoor joints subject to thermal movement in bathrooms, kitchens and on counters.
Can be used on ceramic, glass and fibreglass.
The performances of "KITCHEN AND BATHROOM SILICONE" as well as its easy use make it an ideal choice for
numerous utilizations.

* Do not use on bare wood or concrete, stainless steel, bare aluminum, copper, brass, plexiglass, galvanized
metal or other alloys containing zinc or magnesium;
* Do not use on floor joints where abrasion will occur;

STORAGE AND APPLICATION TEMPERATURE

"KITCHEN AND BATHROOM SILICONE" does not deteriorate below freezing point. Anyhow, it is recommended to store
it in a dry place where the temperature is between 5°C (40°F) and 30°C (86°F). Under these conditions, the sealed
cartridges could be preserved for 12 months from date of purchase.

"KITCHEN AND BATHROOM SILICONE" can be applied at a temperature between 10°C (50°F) and 50°C (122°F).

SURFACE PREPARATION

There must be a free space between the two materials to permit their dimensional variations. Once applied, the sealant
caulks the aperture. It will get compressed or stretched out depending on the movement of the materials.

To determine the size of the joint, one must take into consideration the expansion or the contraction the materials will be
subjected to with humidity and temperature variations. It must also be noted that some materials have greater dimensional
variations than others. If possible, apply "KITCHEN AND BATHROOM SILICONE" whenever the size of the aperture
between the materials is in-between.

When the joint covers an aperture of 6 mm (1/4 in.) or larger, the joint must be sustained by a polyethylene backing
rod. The diameter of the backing rod must be approximately 3 mm (1/8 in.) wider than the width of the jointto =~ ——
permit compression.

If an old sealant or putty is present, it must be removed. The surface must be in a seemingly new, firm, dry and clean state.
It must also be free of creosote, oil, grease, wax, asphalt or bitumen based product (coating, adhesive, etc.), rust, any loose
or foreign material.

RECOMMENDED PRIMER
"KITCHEN AND BATHROOM SILICONE" does not generally require priming on specified surfaces.

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DIRECTIONS FOR USE

Cut the screwed end of the cartridge, but keep the threads to screw the nozzle. &
Cut the nozzle of the cartridge at right angle (90°), a little wider than the width of the desired joint. Use a / "?‘??\
caulking gun and apply with a uniform and adequate pressure so as to give the joint a flat form.

During the extrusion of "KITCHEN AND BATHROOM SILICONE", the angle between the gun and the joint ‘
to be made must be approximately 45°. Pull the tip of the gun away from the joint, as illustrated. _

Make sure the sealant comes into contact with each surface on a width of at least 3 mm (1/8 in.). If tooling is necessary, it
must be done immediately as surface will skin within 10 minutes.

The chemical
reaction that takes place when the "KITCHEN AND BATHROOM SILICONE" is exposed to humidity emits acetic acid vapours (vinegar
odour) causing it to polymerise (dry).

Do not use on frozen or damp surfaces.

Does not adhere to polyethylene, polypropylene, recycled plastic, Teflon or other comparable materials.

On plastics, an adhesion test should be conducted by the user to confirm that the adhesion of the product is sufficient.

Make sure the joint variation does not exceed the"KITCHEN AND BATHROOM SILICONE" elasticity.

Not for joints submerged in water for prolonged periods of time.

The shelf life is diminished by warehousing over 25°C (77°F).

Adhesion on material not specifically mentioned cannot be guaranteed. It is up to the customer to make his own performance tests or
to consult our technical department.
